September 3 through September 12. ALL ENTRIES MUST BE RECEIVED Friday, September 3 between
the hours of 9:00 A.M. and 3:00 P.M. PAINTINGS MUST BE REMOVED Sunday evening, September 12
after 7:00 P.M. All paintings must be left up the duration of the show. If it is not possible for you to remove
your paintings on Sunday evening, please arrange to have someone else pick them up for you, or notify the
superintendent in advance, as there will be no one to guard them after this time.

ENTRIES

Separate entry forms for art exhibit may be obtained by contacting the art exhibit superintendent or they may
be picked up at the fair office. Do not use the form enclosed in this book.

LABELS

The information labels must be filled out and attached to each painting. One on back, in the upper left hand
corner, and one on the front, in the lower left hand corner, may be taped from underneath edge of frame so
as to not harm finish. These must be printed neatly or typed, so they may be easily read, and include the
Title of the painting, and the Price (if it is for sale). If you do not want to be for sale, please write N.F.S. in the
proper blank. If you are under 18 years old, please write your age on the labels, or if Amateur, Professional,
or Senior Citizen, or Special Ed., please indicate in designated space.

ELIGIBILITY

Painting must be accepted by a qualified jury, which may rule out any works considered unsuitable for this
show. All works must be original, not copies.

Judging will take place Saturday morning. 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th place, as well as Best of Show ribbons will
be awarded for Amateur, Professional, Junior, Senior Citizen, Child Under 14, and Special Ed.

Prize money to be awarded is as follows: Best of Show in each division — $20.00; 1st — $10.00; 2nd —
$8.00; 3rd — $6.00; 4th — $5.00.

Any painting which has previously won a ribbon in this show is not eligible to be judged again. In fairness to
all, we ask that anyone who is asked to judge, please withdraw his or her work from the judging.

Each exhibitor may submit two large paintings not larger than 30 x 36 inches, and four smaller works,
preferably not larger than 8 x 12 inches for quick sale.

ALL PAINTINGS MUST BE SUITABLE FRAMED. ALL FRAMES MUST CARRY WIRE AND SCREW EYES,
placed four inches from the top of each painting, to enable them to be hung securely on the wall, or they will
not be accepted. WATER COLORS and GRAPHIC ART must be framed under glass. We cannot accept
sculpture or crafts at the present time because of limited space.

Enter only original work, please. No number painting accepted.

Reasonable care will be taken in handling paintings, but it must be understood that all paintings are
exhibited at the Owner’s risk.
